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Checklist of Birds — Land 0’ Lakes Study Site

The following list of birds found in the northern Wisconsin area of Land 0’ Lakes is based on
research conducted by the Birds Without Borders - Aves Sin Fronteras® (BWB-ASF) project of
the Foundation for Wildlife Conservation, Inc., and the Zoological Society of Milwaukee.
From 1997 through 2001, BWB-ASF staff conducted bird surveys, breeding studies and bird
banding at a 260-acre site consisting of diverse habitats: coniferous bog forest, regenerating

clear cut, selectively logged mixed hardwood/coniferous forest, and a sedge meadow adjacent to Spring Creek.
Researchers identified 146 bird species at the site. If you wish to go birding in the Land 0" Lakes area, this list will help
you keep track of the birds you observe.
